· Can generate ad-hoc reports on stock, automatic pricing, For management and clinical records refer to DataMajor.

· Reports can be saved and recalled/re-run later.

· Output can be sorted by any of the printout options.

· Send the results to the screen, printer, disk or just a summary. Disk output is compatible with Microsoft Excel.

· Run automatically at month or year-end. Route the results via E-Mail to your home PC for later analysis.

· Use the output of one report to feed another.

· Stock and Procedures that update recalls

· Stock with less than a 10% markup

· Procedures sorted by Analysis Code

· Procedures that use the 'Extra's field

· Pfizer quarterly report

· Stock/Procedures not at 17.5% VAT

Printout Options

· You can (and should) reduce the width of fields via the printout format screen, as they will default to the maximum width.

· Change the column headings to suit.

Multiple options 

· Report on all boxers over 7 years old that are overweight

· All cats that are overdue for a vaccination

· All clients that own a dog

· Combined with the clinical search, you can report on all animals that have not had a specific medication, have had combinations of drugs, have had dental work and not ignored reminders.

· When searching with multiple lines ALL lines must match before the record is selected.

· Switch 'New line on sort' on to split up the report and give sub-totals on the summary page.

· Use Client based reports to match if the CLIENT has had something (all related animals checked).

Searching Clinical Transactions

· On Search screen, select 'Clinical Records' along with any other criteria e.g. include 'Species' to limit report to dogs etc.

· CSV file will be created automatically with all the clinical records that matched. Same name as report but with an 'R' pre-pended.

· Use the 'Count (Clinical)' to get just the number of times clinical work appeared e.g. number of flea products sold, number of out of hours consults.

· Using the options for searching clinical text, remember to include the 'contains' keyword ($) otherwise the match will be based on a match at the beginning of the line. Details entered on each line will be matched against EACH clinical line. If details are entered on multiple lines then ALL must occur before a match is successful.

· Watch the ! Symbol, it has a slightly different meaning when used on the clinical search. (See table below).

Extrapolated Fields

These fields are 'made up' or determined at the time. Many of the options have an 'abbreviation' that can be used.. These are mainly used in Stock and AP. Use Utilities -> List abbreviations to get a list of them.

You can carry out calculations as well. For full details, see the on-line manual. The table below shows some examples:

Using one report to feed another.

Handy if you are running multiple queries on one set of data e.g. all dogs over 7 years old, seen in the last 5 years. Use this report to create a 'sub-set' and just run searches on it.

Use   Report to be 'Disk' -> 'Record' to save the sub-set
Create your new report e.g. have they had a geriatric checkup
Run it, enter -1 as the start record, enter name from summary
Only the animals found on the 1st report will be searched.

· A summary will be always be generated and sent to 'standard out', this can be re-directed to a file or mail you the results.

· No page breaks will be added, width increased.

Examples:

	Run the report 'CACheck', output as text, mail summary to the user tom.
