System Macros

System macro work at most prompts within Premvet automatically. That is you do not need to type any thing extra to get the macro to work, the system will check each word entered and if one is a macro it will be replaced. They can be used to save time, allow auto completion, correct commonly miss spelt words etc.

Macros are added and edited via the option:

Menu -> Utilities -> Macros (System) {Classic menu}
System Management -> Users/Macros -> Macros (System) {New Style menu}

As macro replacement is automatic you should NOT call the macro a name that may occur normally e.g. a, in, at, on, exam etc.

Macro's can be switched off/on on a per users basis, this allows the user to decide if they want to use them or not.  Use the 'User-Info' option (= from main menu), then option 118.

Tip: As macros are checked for in ap entries if you have some weird label abbreviations that were used with a previous system - add them as macros so if staff forget they are still picked up (see last two examples below)

Automatic pricing Macros

AP macro only work when you are at the Items.. prompt within Automatic pricing. They are used to 'group' together individual stock and procedure codes to allow multiple entries to be added easily. There is a wide range of 'meta-characters' that can be used within AP, these should be entered as macro's so that users do not need to manually enter them.

Macros are added and edited via the option:

Automatic pricing -> Utilities {Classic menu}
Fees and Stock -> Utilities {New Style menu}

Macros are very similar to using the extra's field on an AP card, in fact if the macro is short then we would recommend the Extra's field be used.

Most AP macros are specific to the system and to the practice; the list of examples below will give you some idea what the macros can be used for.
